A PowerPointWriter template is a file created in Microsoft PowerPoint that contains data markers.
A data marker specifies which database column, variable, or array to insert into the presentation where the data marker exists.

The Power Poi nt Tenpl at e object is in the Sof t Arti sans. Power Poi nt Wi t er namespace. The object can be referenced as Sof t Arti san
s. Power Poi nt Wit er. Power Poi nt Tenpl at e. To minimize typing and errors, use an | npor t directive to import the namespace to the aspx
page, and reference the object as Power Poi nt Tenpl at e, without the namespace prefix.

Examples

If you are coding directly in the .aspx page, following the Page directive, include:

If you are coding in the "code behind" page (.aspx.vb or .aspx.cs), include an | npor t s or usi ng statement at the top of the “"code behind" page:
