You can use Excel Appl i cati on to create a document with data markers (a template) and pass the file to Excel Tenpl at e to populate the
data markers.

If your template file is the new Office Open XML (.xIsx) format, you cannot open it using Excel Appl i cat i on in ExcelWriter version 7.
